Aloha and Welcome to the Battleship Missouri Memorial! 
 
Thank you very much for considering the Battleship Missouri Memorial as a venue for your group’s 
performance.  The Memorial is a great location for all forms of school performances.  From Marching, Jazz, 
and Swing bands to orchestras and choirs, the student performances always enhance the ship’s visitor 
experience, especially for the veterans and their families.   
 
Performances at the Battleship Missouri Memorial are considered special events and must be booked with as 
much lead time as possible.  In order to book a performance date, please complete the attached Group 
Data Form and fax or e-mail it back to us at your earliest convenience. Here are a few guidelines to assist 
us with your reservation and to help ensure a smooth and enjoyable visit to the Memorial.

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Admission Charges: 
A) Educational pricing:  Adults @ $9.00p/p and Students @ $5.00p/p.  
 
Performance Locations:  
A)  Center Pier: 
The performance location for most groups is the Center Pier.  We recommend the orientation of the group’s 
performance to be towards the ship to maximize the acoustic and audience viewing from aboard the ship.   
 
B)  01 Portside Deck: 
For choirs under 40pax in size (including adults/chaperones), performances may be accommodated on the 01 
Portside Deck, adjacent to the Surrender Deck.  The performances on this very historical deck must be 
appropriate to the integrity of the Memorial and its mission.  Therefore, conduct, musical selections, and 
uniform/costume choices must be approved by the Memorial prior to booking a reservation. A Capella choirs 
performing patriotic and/or historical pieces are preferred and recommended. The availability of this deck is 
also subject to the bookings of military ceremonies.

Access: 
Check-in/Security:  
The No Bag Navy policy is still in effect.  The full day charter buses carrying the performing group will be 
inspected at Halawa/Nimitz Gate and will then be accompanied by a UMMA escort directly on to Ford Island.  
Performing groups with 100 or more may also choose to order a UMMA Exclusive shuttle which does not 
need to go through the inspection process or require an escort.  Groups with less than 100 can board the 
Battleship Missouri Memorial shuttles that come directly on to Ford Island at the USS Bowfin Submarine 
Museum parking area.   
 
Exclusive Shuttle: 
We recommend the hire of an exclusive Missouri Shuttle if the group is larger than 100.  For groups 
exceeding 150, exclusive shuttle(s) are required for timely arrivals and performances.  Exclusive shuttles 
are $66.00 (plus tax) per shuttle per hour (minimum 4 hours including barn time) for both your group’s arrival 
and departure.  For groups exceeding 300pax in size, special arrangements need to be made for your 
transportation and access.  Absolutely no equipment/instruments are permitted on the shuttle due to Navy 
policies and regulations. 
 
Equipment/Instruments:  
Equipment and/or instruments can be transported to Ford Island with the following procedures: 
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�  Rental Truck:  The school and/or organizers can rent a truck to load all the equipment and/or 
instruments.  The truck(s) will have to be inspected by Navy personnel and dog searched at 
Halawa/Nimitz Gate.  The truck(s) then proceed to across the Ford Island Bridge to the Battleship 
Missouri Memorial. 

 
 

�  Buses: After dropping off the performing groups at the Arizona Memorial or USS Bowfin Submarine 
Museum, all equipments and/or instruments can be loaded into one bus and proceed to Halawa Gate.  It 
will be inspected by Navy personnel and dog searched.  The bus will then proceed across the Ford 
Island Bridge to the Battleship Missouri Memorial. 

 
Note: Please allow the trucks or buses ample time for inspection at Halawa Gate.  The truck/drivers name or 
bus drivers name, company, bus number, and license number will have to be submitted to the Special Events 
department 48 hours prior to the group’s arrival. 
 
Chairs:  
The Battleship Missouri Memorial can provide 60 chairs for a group’s performance at no charge if the school 
provides the manpower for set-up and break-down.  Additional chairs are based on availability and a $1/chair 
fee will be assessed. 
 
Power:  
Power for standard sound equipment is available.  Groups will need to provide their own extension cords. 
 
Flag Rising:  
Flag rising can be arranged for performing groups that has purchased flags from the Victory Store as part of an 
official presentation to the group.  After their performance, a group of students including the 
band/choir/orchestra director, (maximum 6pax) will be escorted by a Battleship Missouri Memorial staff to 
raise a flag.  For Exclusive Flag Rising (flag being raised during the performance) a $10 charge is assessed. 
 
Presentation of Awards, Plaques, and Flags:  
An official presentation can be arranged for performing groups.  A member of the Memorial’s staff may 
address your group and make a special presentation.  The presentation must be arranged in advance.  Flags, 
plaques and other memorabilia to be presented to the performing group will have to be purchased in advance 
by the school and/or their organizers from the Victory Store or via the Special Events department.   
 
Spectrum Photography:  
Spectrum has generously offered a complimentary group photograph for the school’s director(s).  The photo is 
jacketed by a beautiful, informative, and historical pictorial.  The print is usually ready for pick-up by the time 
your group has finished touring.  Additional copies are available at $7.00 per photo.  Special arrangements can 
be made to “buy-out” the photos for your group at a discounted price by working directly with Vinnie 
Zoccolante, Manager, ph: 455-8840, e-mail: tmmgr@sharpshooter-spectrum.com.  
 
Lunch:   
Box lunches can be purchased through the Missouri. Prices are as follows: 
Lunch: $7.00 
Delivery Fee:  $75.00 (up to 100 guests) 
  $100.00 (101 guests or more) 
Lunch includes a turkey sandwich, fresh fruit, dessert, chips and soda.  Vegetarian box lunches are available 
by request only.  Please let us know if you are interested in the box lunches by indicating the amount on the 
space provided.  Groups can also purchase food directly from the Truman Line (ship’s galley and mess decks – 
for groups of 80 or smaller only).  The prices for Truman Line vary and they serve cold sandwiches, salads, 
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fruits, and chips.  The prices for Sliders Grill vary and they serve grilled hamburgers and hot dogs and is 
located toward the Arizona end of the pier.   
 
The preferred site for lunch is on the grassy area (pictured below), outside the Missouri’s front gate.  Groups 
of 80 or smaller can have lunch in the Mess Decks (catered box lunches or direct with the Truman Line) 
provided the group is the only one on site that day.  Outside food is not permitted on the premises.

Water:   
There are no operable water fountains on the pier and the ship.  We require all performing groups to provide 
bottled water to the group, either by bringing them or purchasing them from us at $1.00 per bottle.  It can get 
very hot and humid at the Missouri and our priority is to keep the students hydrated. 
 
Touring:   
A self-guided tour is included with the price of admission paid by groups performing at the Missouri.  Guided 
tours are available for additional $7.00 per person.  Self-guided and guided tours need a minimum of 60 
minutes to go through the tour route.  Due to narrow passageways aboard, guided tour groups are held to 25 
people each.  Large groups must allow extra time for touring the ship as each group of 25pax will be allowed 
to board the ship at approximately 5 minute intervals.  Guided tours are not recommended for groups over 
100pax.   
 
Restroom Facilities:  
Restrooms for the Memorial are located on the pier near the entrance.  There are no restrooms open onboard 
the ship.  Large groups, please allow extra time for a stop at the restroom before boarding the ship. 
   
Reservations:  
Please make your reservation by completing the Group Data Form and e-mailing or faxing it back to us at your 
earliest convenience.  We can be reached at (808) 455-1600 ext 247or BobiB@ussmissouri.org .  Please 
remember that all performance times are based on a first come first serve basis. 
 
Based on the information provided above, your visit to the Battleship Missouri Memorial can have up to four 
components:  
1) Your Band’s performance, 2) Touring the ship, 3) Group picture taking, 4) Lunch.  The sequence of these 
components can be determined by your group’s needs for the day i.e. planned arrival time to the memorial, 
other events on the same day, etc.  Our band performance program allows for flexibility to do our best to 
accommodate your band’s needs.  To assist with your daily planning and logistical coordination we have laid 
out the following scenario that can occur during a typical visit to Pearl Harbor.

Note: If you are planning to visit the USS Arizona Memorial, which we highly recommend, we have included 
some helpful information to help with your planning.  There is usually a very long line of guests waiting to 
obtain a “Ticket Time” for a Theater showing and Boat ride out to the memorial.  The policy in general is that 
each guest must wait to pull their own ticket (no group reservations) and it is first come first served for the 
show and boat times given.  The USS Arizona Memorial is managed by the United States National Parks 
Service and can be reached at (808) 422-2771. 
 
On many occasions, when a group is in line by 7:00am, they get to the ticketing window by about 8:00am and 
the Ticket Time that they obtain is for a 9:00am Theater show.  The USS Arizona Memorial experience, from 
the theater show thru completion of the boat ride can take approximately 1.5 hours. 
 
Because there is no accurate way of knowing what time your USS Arizona Memorial experience will begin, 
your Battleship Missouri Memorial experience remains flexible.  For instance, in the example above, your 
group can visit the Battleship Missouri Memorial after pulling the tickets at 9:00am, come on over to the 
Missouri, perform and have lunch then return to the Arizona on time for your ticket time.
